1. Actions from previous minutes: 
a. JD to speak to Mrs Shafak to see if she can bring the stereo out into the playground and rotate it every day so that it is within a specific bubble each day or each week – in place. Can we encourage children to still distance themselves from one another and not congregate around the stereo.
b. JD to speak to Mrs Shafak to see if we can provide colouring sheets (perhaps just for KS1?) at lunchtime – already in place. Usually it is UKS2 who ask for the colouring sheets as KS1 already have quite a lot in their bubble. Sheets are available to children if they ask. 
c. JD to facilitate some kind of classroom competition to see how often children can make healthy choices. Perhaps encourage treats (like chocolate bars and crisps) only on a Friday? Implement competition across autumn 2 term to win an own clothes day? – underway. Each class have a class list sheet where they (under the supervision of the teacher/SC rep) tick if they have made sensible lunchtime choices that day. At the end of autumn 2, the class with the most points will win an ‘Own Clothes Day’.
d. JD to see if we can source stickers for the SC reps to give out to children in their class when they know they are making healthy choices – underway. Each class have stickers for the SC reps to give to children making healthy food choices and aiming for their 5-a-day. Possible to give these out in the lunch hall? JD to speak to Mrs Shafak about adults doing this. 
e. JD to create and facilitate a ‘Water Only’ poster competition. SC reps will choose the best design from their classmates and these will be copied and displayed around the school to keep this front of mind and win a personalised water bottle – underway. Children had over half-term to design the poster (template provided) and SC will judge the winners. 

2. Water Only Poster Competition:
a. SC judged the entries and picked a number of winners, whose posters JD will copy and display throughout the school. The ultimate winners were chosen as Darby (Y4 Sycamore) and Harvey (Y1 Rowan) who will receive a personalised water bottle. Winning designs will also be put on our website under the SC page. 

3. Healthy Schools Award:   
a. Great Castlecombe Bake Off – we discussed setting up a competition in January to think about New Year’s Resolutions and being healthy. Children submit their healthy recipe and we put together a recipe book that we can publish on our website. Open to staff as well as pupils. Prize – personalised apron for winner and best recipes get published in our healthy eating cook book.  JD to organise the competition for January 2021. SC members to choose the winner in our February meeting. 
b. Smoothie Competition – set up a competition in Feb/March to ask children to create their healthiest smoothie. SC will decide the most nutritious and tastiest smoothie and the winning class will get a Smoothie Making afternoon where children will get the opportunity to create (and taste) the winning smoothie recipe. The winning recipe will also go on the school website – JD to organise. SC members to choose the winner in our March meeting.
c. Healthy Lunch Choices – SC to remind their classes about ticking off the sheet when they have made healthy choices throughout the day. 
4. Behaviour: 
a. Lining Up – we discussed how we could improve the process of children lining up at the end of break and lunchtime. SC mentioned that we used to have Line Monitors so could the SC children take on this role. They would encourage children to line up in silence, face forward, keep their hands to themselves etc. They would also be able to give out House Points for those children making sensible choices – JD to check with RH and then feed back the decision to teachers.
