1. Actions from previous minutes: 
a. Smoothie Competition – due to COVID restrictions, this has not been able to happen. See below as an action point on Healthy Schools Award. 
b. Lining Up – due to COVID restrictions, this has not been able to happen. See below as an action point on Behaviour.

2. Healthy Schools Award: 
a. Smoothie Competition – set up a competition in May/June to ask children to create their healthiest smoothie. SC will decide the most nutritious and tastiest smoothie and the winning class will get a Smoothie Making afternoon where children will get the opportunity to create (and taste) the winning smoothie recipe. The winning recipe will also go on the school website – JD to organise. SC members to choose the winner in a forthcoming meeting
3. Behaviour: 
a. Lining Up – we discussed how we could improve the process of children lining up at the end of break and lunchtime. SC mentioned that we used to have Line Monitors so could the SC children take on this role. They would encourage children to line up in silence, face forward, keep their hands to themselves etc. They would also be able to give out House Points for those children making sensible choices – JD to check with RH and then feed back the decision to teachers. 
b. Children noted that very few of the class get moved up the rainbow behaviour chart even though they behave well in lessons. It seems to be that the focus is on children moving down the chart and getting time out/yellow cards and red cards. JD to pass on this feedback to teachers and TAs so that more positive behaviour points are given out, more postcards home, more raffle tickets etc.
c. Children also noted that it is very rare for anyone to receive a pink raffle ticket. JD to speak to Mrs Shafak regarding pink tickets at lunchtime and ensure that MDS are rewarding positive behaviour choices where appropriate. 

4. OPAL: 
a. More equipment – children discussed ideas for fund-raising activities that could go towards purchasing more resources for OPAL. Ideas were more markings on the playground, table football, goals for football and a basketball hoop. JD to liaise with the head of the PTA to see if we can organise a bake sale in the summer term to raise money.
